1. Rules

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing
2. Eligibility and Entry
· The regatta is open to boats of the Fireball class

· Skippers must be current members of their national class association and show proof 

· A minimum of 5 boats is required to form a fleet.

3. Fees
Registration for this event is $50.00 payable to the Pymatuning Yacht Club at time of registration

7. Scoring
As many races as possible will be run.  A minimum of one completed race is required to constitute a series.  If 5 or fewer races are completed for a series, a boats score will be based on the total number of races scored.  If 6 or more races are competed for a series, boats score will be based the total number of races score minus the boats worst score
8. Trophies
Trophies will be awarded to the top three place finishers regardless of national association.  The National title will be awarded to the top United States participant regardless of place finished.

9. Disclaimer of Liability
Competitors participate in the regatta at their own risk.  The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.  Skippers and crew will be required to sign a waiver of liability during registration.

10. Further Information
